Anielevich Memorial Holocaust Study and Research Centre, Israel, invites applicants 

to contribute to a zoom meeting to plan a teaching program that focusses on 

women’s roles, and their fate, in the Holocaust.  The meeting will be held over two 

days on 26th and 27th June 2023. 

Teaching about the Holocaust is becoming more and more important as awareness 

and knowledge about the Holocaust is diminishing as time passes.   In many parts of 

the world the subject is not taught at all in schools, or is touched on only briefly.
